The new Chamber electric buying group contract is a two-year 
fixed supply rate for 237 accounts at a rate of $0.0825/kwhr. The 
contract was awarded to Liberty Power and will run from each 
member’s April meter read date through April of 2013. This is a 
lower rate than we had expected and is actually the lowest Chamber 
electric aggregation rate we have ever locked into. Most 
of the Chamber members in the group are coming out of a 
two-year contract rate of $0.09513/kwhr so they will 
see a decrease of approximately 13%. Savings for new 
members in the group will vary based on what they have been 
paying Delmarva Power.

The group will save approximately $685,000 over the next two years compared to what they 
are currently spending. Once again, the Chamber partnership with Affinity Energy Management 
and Ed Jackson has added to the value of Chamber membership.  For more information, 
contact Ed Jackson at 302-218-8920.

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Important Notice: "Temporary Emergency Employer 
Assessment" To Pay Interest on UI Trust Fund Loans
March 9, 2011

Dear Employer:

Delaware is one of thirty-two states that 
have had to borrow federal funds for its 
Unemployment Insurance Trust Fund. Federal 
law requires that interest be paid on such loans 
and interest payments cannot be made from a 
state's Unemployment Insurance Trust Fund or 
from a state's federal grant for the unemploy-
ment insurance program.

Under the ARRA (American Recovery & 
Reinvestment Act), interest was waived on 
Unemployment Insurance Trust Fund loans 
through December 31, 2010; however, interest 
began to accrue on January 1, 2011 and the 
state must pay accrued interest by September 
30 of this year.

Pursuant to Section 3391 of the Delaware 
Code, a temporary emergency employer 
assessment must be imposed whenever there 
is accrued interest on an Unemployment 
Insurance Trust Fund loan.

This letter is to inform you that by no later 
than June 30, 2011, this division will send 
employers a notice of the amount of assessment 
due under this special assessment. Payment is 
due no later than 30 days from the date of the 
assessment notice.

At this time, we are projecting this assessment 
will beat the rate of .11% (.0011) or .12% 
(.0012); however, this is subject to change. 
The rate established is applied to an employer's 
taxable wages for the most recently completed calendar year to determine the amount of assessment due. 
As an example, if an employer's taxable wages were $300,000 in CY 2010 the assessment due would be 
$300,000 x .11 % which equals $330.00 or $300,000 x .12% which equals $360.00.

It is most important that you understand that if the state does not pay the interest accrued on its 
Unemployment Insurance Trust Fund loans by September 30 of this year, Delaware employers will lose 
the 5.4% credit currently applied to the 6.2% FUTA (Federal Unemployment Tax Act). Specifically, your 
FUTA assessment paid to the federal government will increase significantly. Accordingly, it is most impor-
tant that you pay the temporary emergency employer assessment timely so that the state will be able to pay 
the federal government the accrued interest on its Unemployment Insurance Trust Fund loans timely.

Summer of 2011 is finally here and Resort Transit is ready to go.  This year service 
runs from May 26 through September 18, serving the areas of Rehoboth, Dewey, 
Lewes, Bethany, South Bethany, Fenwick Island and Ocean City, MD.  The parking 
fee and bus fare are the same as last year, $7.00 for parking and $1.00 one-way cash 
bus fare.  Rt. 305 - Beach Connection, runs on Friday nights, Saturdays, Sundays 
and holidays through September 5.  This route provides service from Wilmington, 

Christiana Mall, Smyrna, Dover and Milford to the Rehoboth Park & Ride.

If your business is located in downtown Rehoboth or Dewey, your employees are eligible to participate in 
the Employee Discounted Parking Program at the Park & Ride.  Once registered, your employee receives 
a hangtag that entitles them to the $3.00 discounted parking rate.  To register your employees simply take 
a business card or some other form of identification to the Park & Ride office and they’ll provide you with 
hangtags.  Again this year DART continues to partner with the Cape May -Lewes Ferry to provide free bus 
service to all Ferry foot passengers.

The 2010 season was the most successful year ever for DART First State’s Resort Transit.  From May 27 
through September 19, over 30,250 vehicles parked at the Park & Ride on Shuttle Road, which is a 24% 
increase from the 2009 season; 393,976 passenger trips were provided, which increased by 19%, including 161 
trips by riders using a wheelchair; and the use of bike racks on the buses continues to be popular with 4,407 
bikes transported.
