The new law
defines an acceptable beach umbrella as having “...a circular shade no greater
than 8 feet in diameter.” In the law, an umbrella is also defined as “...a col-
lapsible circular shade stretched over hinged ribs radiating from a central pole
no greater than 7 feet 6 inches in height, and without grounding lines, ropes, or
sides are permitted on the beach.”
