CITY OF REHOBOTH BEACH UPDATES

Because state law now requires all businesses to recycle, and because the City finds itself unable to 
institute commercial recyclables collection in addition to existing commercial refuse collection due to 
equipment and labor costs, the City is considering dropping refuse collection services for all its current 
commercial refuse collection clients.  Discussion has suggested that if this occurs the City would notify 
its commercial clients and give them until December 30, 2017 to seek out another refuse and recycla-
bles collection vendor.  Current commercial refuse collection contracts end June 30, 2017 and unless 
cancelled would be billed for another 6 month period in order to allow enough time to transition to a 
new vendor.  Multi-family and residential refuse and recycling collection clients in both commercial and 
residential zones would not be impacted.  Nothing is firm yet as discussion continues.
